Achal Industries is happy to announce the production of India’s first Demeter certified Bio Dynamic Cashews, another First for Achal.

This was the result of a three year programme with 31 Farmers in South Goa, who are members of the Adarsh Cooperative Society, Balli, Goa. The total extent of orchards is 68.28 hectares.

 The biodynamic practice was developed by Rudolf Steiner presumably on the inputs from ancient agricultural practices in India. Biodynamic is the answer for rejuvenation of agriculture which has been affected by excessive modern methods. It can be called as a higher status over organic agriculture as it requires rigorous practices in harmony with nature.


The Biodynamic certification has been given by Demeter International, Germany.

Food certified according to Demeter must meet requirements for organic production, as well as requirements for biodynamic production. The main principles of biodynamic production include:

· The deliberate stimulation of the vitality of the soil, plants and animals; for example, by using herbal preparations or organic material.

· The deliberate use of a wide variety of plants

· A crop rotation programme consisting of soil – building and soil degrading crops.

Although Demeter is an international label, it is best known in Europe, in particular in Germany, France, the Netherlands and Switzerland.


The first export consignment of Demeter certified cashews will leave Indian shores in March for marketing in Europe through Achal’s marketing partner in Europe Catz International B.V, the Netherlands.


A limited quantity of cashews will be available at Phalguni from 16th March on first come first served basis.
